Exterior Improvements must have AC approval:  Page 5, Article 2, 3 & 4

· All exterior improvements must be approved in writing by the Architectural Committee

· Exterior items include, but are not limited to:  satellite dishes, tree houses/play houses, fences, lighting, outbuildings, walls, landscape changes

Timely Approval:  Page 9, Article IV, 4.6

· If the AC fails to approve or disapprove submitted plans within 30 days, approval will not be required.
Architectural Guideline:
· All exterior improvements must be completed within 90 days, including clean-up

Mailboxes:  Page 6, Article III, 3.12

· All mailboxes shall be uniform and design approved by developer/POA Board 

Fences: Page 6,7, Article III, 3.13

· Must have prior AC approval

· No chain link fences are allowed

· Any fence on corner lot must be lcoated at least 25 ft. from the side street lot line

Architectural Guideline:
· Preference of redwood, cedar or pressure treated pine

Small items not needing AC approval:

Architectural Guidelines:

· Small plants & annuals placed in existing landscaped beds

· In-ground irrigation systems

· Small decorative flags flown from small flagpoles mounted on house or in ground

· Garden statuary not exceeding 3 feet in height (number may not be excessive)

· Flower boxes placed on house under windowsills

· Welcome plaques on front of house

· Security signs  
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Items or activities not permitted in the community:
· Temporary structures used as a residence- Page 4, Article 3.2

· Camping trailer, boat and/or similar equipment except stored inconspicuously at rear of dwelling and not visible from road or adjacent homes- Page 4, Article 3.3

· Noxious activities posing a nuisance or menace to the community- Page 4, Article 3.4

· Home office/business use of property which either requires a third party to travel to said residence or increases traffic volume in the neighborhood- Page 5, Article 3.8 

· Animals other than cats, dogs and caged birds in reasonable numbers and on a leash when off Owner’s property- Page 6, Article 3.7

· Garbage, trash cans and similar items left in view of a street or adjacent residences- Page 6, Article 3.9

· Signs except for one for sale sign in keeping with the character of the neighborhood- Page 6, Article 3.11

· Above ground swimming pools- Page 4, Article 3.1.3

· Storage building and other buildings more than two stories in height- Page 4, Article 3.1.6

· On-street parking or right-of-way parking over night or for any extended period of time- Page 8, Article 3.20.1

· Disabled, inoperable vehicles unless stored within the garage- Page 8, Article 3.20.3.

· Basketball goals may be stored in front of the residence with the following restrictions:

Goal must be stored on or to the side of the driveway and at least 10 feet from the street for safety

· All other children’s recreational/athletic equipment should be stored out of view of the street
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
